Entries
	
	a) Entries are open to financial members of The MG Car Club Geelong Inc. and the MG Car Club of Victoria, who hold a Motorsport Australia Level 2NSJ, Level2SJ, Level 2S or superior licence.
b) Motorsport Australia Licence, Membership Card, Competition Record (if issued) and Motorsport Australia Vehicle Log Book (if issued) must be presented at time of entry.

c) Entries will open on date of publication of these Regulations and close Sunday 13 February 2021 at 8.30AM.  Entries are to be lodged with the Event Secretary via the Motorsport Australia web site or via e-mail. Entry fees are to be paid electronically via details shown in the Motorsport Australia Event Entry system.The full Entry Fee will be $25 Adult and $5 for Junior. 
d) The maximum number of entries per vehicle will be at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course.

e) The promoter reserves the right to refuse entry in accordance with NCR 83 of the current Motorsport Australia Manual. 
f) COVID-19 Briefing Notes will be distributed to entrants prior to the Event. Please read this document carefully and follow the procedures outlined.

g) A venue plan will also be distributed prior to the Event.

	a) The Event will commence at 9:00 am with a compulsory Driver’s Briefing at 8.45am. Any driver not attending will be excluded from competition.
b) The Drivers Briefing will be conducted in the open with competitors socially distanced from each other. 
c) 4 tests will be conducted. The tests will be selected from the Motorsport Australia Motorkhana Test Booklet. 
d) Each Competitor will have two runs at each test. The fastest of those runs will count towards the outright result. Additional runs may be offered at the discretion of the Competition Director, should time permit. Outright results for the day will be calculated on the lowest aggregate times for the fastest run on each test.

e) At the conclusion of the regular Motorkhana competition, all competitors will be offered the opportunity to complete one timed run of a single Motorkhana test in a vehicle owned by the MGCC Geelong. Competition points will be awarded to the participants as part of a “level playing field” competition,

f) Timing will be electronic and nominated observers are deemed to be Judges of Fact.
g) Certain public, property, professional indemnity and personal accident insurance is provided by Motorsport in relation to the event.  Further details can be found on the Motorsport Australia  website at www.motorsport.org.au 
h) The Organisers reserve the right to abandon, postpone or cancel the Event in accordance with NCR 59 of the current Motorsport Australia Manual.

	a) SCRUTINY FOR ALL EVENT ENTRIES IS TO BE COMPLETED ONLINE.
b)  Entrants will need to fully complete and sign Motorsport Australia’s ‘Self-Scrutiny Checklist’ and ‘Self-Scrutiny Statement of Vehicle Compliance forms, both of which can be found at https://motorsport.org.au/covid-19/competitors. Both forms are to be retained by the entrant/competitor and be available on request on the day of competition.
c) Individual cars may be selected for scrutiny at the event by the nominated scrutineer.
d) All vehicles must comply with Schedule A and Group 4H of the current Motorsport Australia Manual.

e) Fuel must be in accordance with Schedule G of the current Motorsport Australia Manual.

f) Cars must be adequately muffled.

g) All apparel must be in accordance with Schedule D of the current Motorsport Australia Manual of Motor Sport



	
	


5. Alcohol, Drugs and Substances

Any holder of a Motorsport Australia ‘Competition’ or ‘Officials’ licence (or equivalent licence issued by another ASN) may be tested for the presence of drugs (or other banned substances) and subject to a penalty(ies) for a breach in accordance with the Motorsport Australia Anti-Doping Policy and/or the Motorsport Australia Illicit Drugs in Sport (Safety Testing) Policy as published on the Motorsport Australia website. Consumption of alcohol in the paddock, pits or any section of the competition venue/course under the control of the Officials is forbidden until all competition is concluded each day. Accordingly, any holder of a Motorsport Australia ‘Competition’ or ‘Officials’ licence (or equivalent licence issued by another ASN) may also be tested for the presence of alcohol by a Motorsport Australia Accredited Testing Official (CATO) in accordance with the Motorsport Australia Standard Operating Procedure for Breath Alcohol Testing.
6. Exclusion
The Clerk of Course, or other officials mentioned in the Supplementary Regulations, may exclude from further competition any competitor who disobeys the direction of an official or is guilty of inappropriate behaviour.
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
